A creepy, mysterious dollhouse takes center stage in this atmospheric middle-grade
mystery for fans of Doll Bones and Small Spaces.

Alice's world is falling apart. Her parents are getting a divorce, and they've canceled their
yearly cottage trip -- the one thing that gets Alice through the school year. Instead, Alice
and her mom are heading to some small town where Alice's mom will be a live-in nurse

to a rich elderly lady.

The house is huge, imposing and spooky, and everything inside is meticulously kept and
perfect -- not a fun place to spend the summer. Things start to get weird when Alice
finds a dollhouse in the attic that's an exact replica of the house she's living in. Then she
wakes up to find a girl asleep next to her in her bed -- a girl who looks a lot like one of
the dolls from the dollhouse. . ..

When the dollhouse starts to change when Alice isn't looking, she knows she has to
solve the mystery. Who are the girls in the dollhouse? What happened to them? And
what is their connection to the mean and mysterious woman who owns the house?

In this new America, safety for all depends on the work of a few, and laws like the Native and
Negro Education Act require certain children attend combat schools to learn to put down
the dead.

But there are also opportunities—and Jane is studying to become an Attendant, trained in
both weaponry and etiquette to protect the well-to-do. It's a chance for a better life for Negro
girls like Jane. After all, not even being the daughter of a wealthy white Southern woman
could save her from society's expectations.

But that's not a life Jane wants. Almost finished with her education at Miss Preston's School
of Combat in Baltimore, Jane is set on returning to her Kentucky home and doesn't pay
much mind to the politics of the eastern cities, with their talk of returning America to the
glory of its days before the dead rose.

But when families around Baltimore County begin to go missing, Jane is caught in the
middle of a conspiracy, one that finds her in a desperate fight for her life against some
powerful enemies.

And the restless dead, it would seem, are the least of her problems.
