If driving in the lot, please be careful and observant of students and
other parents.

| wanted to take this opportunity to talk about some programs we have
| available at Clark to help students who may be struggling with their classes.
7 First, we do offer free tutoring on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Tutoring will start
after Labor Day. Students are free to use this time from 8:00-8:30 to get extra

help from teachers in areas where they may struggle or need extra help.
While tutoring is not exclusively 1 on 1, it does provide an opportunity for students to work on
skills, oftentimes with students who have the same questions. The only thing we ask is that
students come prepared with questions or specific areas where they may need help. This will help
teachers narrow their focus.

Secondly, we do offer a program called RTI. RTI is another way to support students who may
struggle in math or reading. For example, some students struggle with reading comprehension.
Mrs. Losito, our reading specialist, works with students in small groups 1-2 times per week to
enhance reading skills. For math, we do offer a math lab class for grades 6-8. Math lab provides a
smaller setting to work on supplemental math skills.

Finally, during Advisory from 8:47-9:12, we offer academic assistance. This is like tutoring, only
during the school day. Students can get a pass from their teacher to go another teacher’'s room to
work on areas they may need help In.
